· Using word print analysis to detect plagiarism in online coursework

· A case study of burnout experiences of faculty who teach online graduate courses

· Working environment and employee motivation

Why Dissertation Proposals Might Be Denied 

· The study has no connection to instructional design.

· The study focuses on research only because it is required or requested by the learner’s institution.

· The research design or method is flawed.

· The study requires the use of Capella University learners or faculty.
